The station was turned 
into a Winter Wonderland with festive decorations, real snow in the station courtyard for the children to play in, 
hot cocoa and cookies, a “Santa’s Workshop” sponsored by Home Depot where children made frames and 
toolboxes, and festive music provided by a local radio station.
