2013-2014 Audit Report

The 2013-2014 District Audit Report was presented by Hadley Hui, representative from
Moss, Levy and Hartzheim, Certified Public Accountants reviewed the audit document
dated June 30, 2014. The district audit received an unmodified opinion, which is the
highest or best opinion that can be received by the independent auditor. The audit found
all financial statements were presented fairly and accurately. The auditor also added that
the audit took longer than usual to complete due to 5 additional audit areas that were new
and added this year. He also thanked the district office staff for their cooperation as
records and documents were sometimes not readily available due to the construction at
the district office.

Superintendent Enomoto-Perez shared the following information:

e Mr. Esquivel, as Board President, has received the Los Angeles County Office of
Education (LACOE) letter from the Business Advisory Services Division, First
Interim Report. The letter indicated that there is deficit spending due to declining
enrollment however; also attesting to a positive certification of the district’s fiscal
standing. The letter also expressed thanks for the district’s staff cooperation in
assistance with the process. The Superintendent thanked Director of Fiscal
Services, Lee Wang, for her efforts.

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Member John Quintanilla inquired about the costs being spent for security (both alarms
and patrols). He requested that the district get additional quotes from other companies as
the district acknowledges that it has used the same company for approximately 8 years.
He asked that the district explore what other companies can also provide such services as
there may be more reasonable costs.

Member Randall Cantrell asked that the board president please inquire with the other
board members for consensus prior to formally requesting that the Superintendent or staff
do additional research or follow up on topics. It was the consensus of the board president
and board members present to follow this procedure so that requests for more research or
information are a result of all board members rather than just one member.
